- At least once every two years, clean the painted wooden surface with soapy water or a

neutral cleaner to remove dirt and mold.

- For minor damages, such as paint peeling, resin exudation, or color changes, perform

touch-ups. To avoid color differences, it may be necessary to repaint the entire product.

- If the paint peels due to volume changes in the wood, cracking, or resin exudation, the

following actions must be taken:

1. Clean the surface until it reaches clean wood using a scraper or nylon brush.

2. Remove dust and prime the surface with a biocidal impregnation primer.

3. Apply the finish in 1-2 coats as needed, following the paint manufacturer’s instructions.

VENTILATION

In a finished house, it is important to ensure continuous air exchange. In a room without proper ventilation, excess

moisture can accumulate, which may damage the wood and paint coating. The simplest and most effective solution

to prevent excess moisture is the addition of ventilation grilles.
